
As par t  of t he Carnat ion-
Duval l Cit izen Corps Counci l, 
the Lake Joy Safety Commit -
tee has developed an Emer -
gency Response Plan.  The 
plan includes an Emergency 
Response Team whose goals 
include: 

· Teach  L ake Joy resi-
dents how to prepare to 
be without  services and 
responders for  72 hours 
following a disaster ; 

· Ident ify and l ocat e r e-
sou r ces an d  equ i pmen t  
for  use by t he community 
following a disaster ; 

· Coordinate vol u n t eer s to 
help the L ake Joy com-
munity and sur rounding 
areas fol lowing a disaster . 

 
The Emergency Response 
Team includes: 

· Emergency Operat ions 
Coordinators (Rowland &  
Kathy Brasch) who over -
see the event  response. 

· Block Watch Coordinator  
(Mar i lyn Loftus) who col-

lects informat ion as-
sessed by the Block 
Watch Capt ains; 

· Medical Coordinator  
(volunteer  posit ion open) 
who coordinates f ir st  aid 
and medical assistance; 

· Communicat ions Coordi-
nator  (volunteer  posit ion 
open) who interacts be-
tween sur rounding areas 
and professionals in the 
event  normal  l ines of 
communicat ions are not  
work ing; 

· Equipment  and Facil i t ies 
Coordinator  (Gai l  
Ritchie) who col lects a 
l ist  of avai lable equip-
ment , faci l i t ies and vol-
unteers and makes rec-
ommendat ions for  dis-
patch dur ing an event . 

 
This team, work ing in con-
junct ion with the most  impor -
tant  members of the response 
team—YOU—wi ll  coordinate 
effor ts of response and aid 
before, dur ing and following 

an event . 
An overview of the plan was 
presented by Safety Commit -
tee Chairperson Rowland 
Brasch and Kathy Brasch at  
the last  board meet ing which 
was approved and subse-
quent ly approved by t he mem-
bers at  t he May meet ing.  
Kathy also presented a budget  
proposal which would be used 
to supply the members of t he 
Response Team wit h equip-
ment  to use for  basic f ir st  aid 
and assessment .  The budget  
was approved and the equip-
ment  is now being purchased.

with all  the gravel that  gets pushed 
down from 98th  on to Lake Joy Dr ive.  
I t ’s a hazard to both vehicles 
(especial ly motorcycles) and pedestr i-
ans.  I  contacted K ing County Roads 
in Fal l City in September of 2001 and 
we were put on a “l ist ” of problems for 
the County to deal with.  Unfortu-
nately, my contact person ret ired and 
they  seemed to have dropped our 
name off the l ist. 

I  star ted over again with the County.  
After a number of cal ls to a number of 
di fferent people, this t ime they actu-
al ly sent someone out  to look at the 
problem. 

I  am very happy to report  that the 
project has been approved and work 
should star t within two months. 

In addit ion to paving approximately 
20 feet up 98th, they wi ll  improve the 
drainage so that  the ground water 
flows into the di tches on either side of 
98th, rather  than across Lake Joy 
Dr ive. 

As an addit ional note, we should al l 
thank Bi ll  Broadhurst, President  of 
the Tolt River H ighlands Homeown-
ers’ Associat ion who has taken i t  upon 
himself to personal ly sweep the dir t  
and gravel  off of Lake Joy Dr ive at 
the ent rance to 98th on a weekly ba-
sis.  Their Associat ion is only respon-
sible for the road past  the “pr ivate 
road” sign so he  has been doing this 
on his own to be a good neighbor .

There has been an issue of concern for 
quite a whi le about  al l  of  the dust, 
gravel and ground water that comes 
down from N.E. 98th ST across  Lake 
Joy Dr ive and ends up at Mike and 
Sylvia McGavern’s home.  The dust 
gets so bad in the summer that they 
haven’t been able to open their  doors 
and windows! 

The McGavern’s home is r ight in the 
path of all  the cars, t rucks and motor -
cycles that use that  road.  They have 
been at tempt ing to work with K ing 
County for years to alleviate this 
problem and have got ten nowhere.   

As Environmental Chair for  the 
LJCC, I  took on this project  some t ime 
ago.  We actually had a meet ing  over 
a year and a half ago with the County 
Air  Pollut ion people who said they 
didn’t  have the manpower or funding 
to have someone come out and wit-
ness the dust  and  pol lut ion prob-
lems. 

Addit ionally, there is a safety issue 

King County is planning on a re-
placement  for  the Harr is Creek 
Br idge which wil l  make the inter -
sect ion at  the bridge a much safer 
place than it  cur rent ly is. 

However , the construct ion of the 
replacement  br idge and new road) 
wi ll  dramat ically impact  al l  resi -
dents of the area. 

The Lake Joy Community Club wil l 
be moni tor ing this project   and the 
Board of Directors strongly feel  that 
Alternat ive #3 is the best  solut ion 
to replacing the br idge with the few-
est  inconveniences to the neighbor -
ing populat ion.
