for several months this summer when 
Kelly Road is closed due to construction 
on the Harris Creek bridge.  
 
It takes two people to respond an emer-
gency call.  If two of the three current 
volunteers are not available because of 
their jobs, training classes, or other rea-
sons, the third volunteer is not allowed to 
respond by himself.  If any other area 
residents can become qualified firefight-
ers or emergency medical personnel, it 
would greatly help Roger, Paul and Gar-
ret serve our community.   
 
Unfortunately there is also bad news.  
“The Evil Empire” (aka King County gov-
ernment bureaucracy) is attempting to 
squeeze rural residents into clusters of 
concentrated homes similar to the urban 
areas.  The bureaucracy has found a de-
veloper who wants to build such a devel-
opment on Kelly Road close to the inter-
section w ith Lake Joy Road.  The area is 

It is time to give special thanks to three 
local men who are making a major con-
tribution to the Lake Joy area.  Roger 
Friedman, Paul Stevens and Garret 
Buban have taken the required training 
courses to become volunteer firefighters 
and/ or emergency medical personnel.  
Thanks to their efforts Eastside Fire and 
Rescue has reopened the Lake Joy 
Firestation. 

 
Eastside Fire and Rescue has positioned 
an aide car at the station.  Roger, Paul 
and Garret are staffing the station.  Each 
of these men also has a full time job so 
they are not available 24x7 for emer-
gency calls.  The Carnation station of 
Eastside Fire and Rescue also responds to 
every call in the Lake Joy area.  However, 
the response time is shorter from the 
Lake Joy station than from the Carnation 
station.  This will be especially important 

zoned A-5 (one home per five acres).   
 
The developer is proposing to concen-
trate 30 homes in a small area w ithin a 
larger 150 acre area.  The developer 
has to get a variance from the RA-5 
zoning in order to cluster the 30 
homes together.  There will be a public 
hearing.  I encourage all local residents 
to attend the hearing and protest this 
invasion of urban living into the rural 
areas.
